EXCLUSIVELY MISSIONARY CONGREGATION
Missionhurst, the Congregation of the Immaculate Heart of
Mary, also known as Scheut Missionaries was founded in
Brussels, Belguim in 1862 by the Very Reverend Theophile
Verbist for the conversion of China, The missionary activity
in China was centered in Inner Mongolia. In 1888 the Con-
gregation accepted missionary responsibility for the Congo.
Later Missionhurst accepted to send missionaries to many
other mission countries. At present the congregation numbers
approximately 1000 members.

All priests and brother are at the service of the local dioceses
and most work at the parish level. They are involved with
setting up basic Christian communities, training and support-
ing local lay leaders, carrying on the work of evangelization
and alphabetization, assisting with the promotion of social
activities and in the setting up of local projects that will help
in the development of their people.

After their initial seminary training in their countries of ori-
gin, Missionhurst has two regional Theological study pro-
grams located in the Philippines and Cameroun. Presently
115 young men are in Formation plus 168 who are beginning
their formation process in the novitiate and pre-novitiate
programs in Africa, Haiti, Indonesia and the Philippines.

Spirit and Service at St. Martin of Tours School

These past few weeks have been a nostalgic whirlwind for me. I have attended St. Martin of Tours School for

nine years, and now it is down to a little over a week. The feelings that my time here is almost over is unreal.

Never again will I walk through the halls of this school, making my way from class to class. Never again will

I'sit in one of the desks, listening intently while the teacher feeds us knowledge. My time at the school is com-

ing to a close and my departure from the school is imminent. One of the things that I will miss most about the
school is that, along with academics, we were ta
and serve others. We learned to keep a good disposition and to be perseverant in what we do. I truly believe

that I will keep these life s down to a little over a lessons with me forever.

One particular period of time that stands out in my head as being filled with spirit and service was when we
were preparing to receive Confirmation. We were told to do a certain amount of hours of service. I went into
the project thinking that I would get it over and done with, but I came out of the project with a completely dif-
ferent mindset. I learned that service can be easy, fun, and it can make a difference in the lives of those that
you are serving. An example of this is Aid for Friends. I have volunteered there several times, and it is very
simple. It consists mostly of packing food into small containers. However, all the food is delivered to people
that are too poor to pay for food or are unable to leave their house to buy food. The most memorable project
we did while preparing for Confirmation was yard work for an elderly blind woman. Her yard had not been
taken care of in a very long time and had grown covered in weeds. We dug up all the weeds and replaced
them with flowers, trimmed the overgrown shrubs, and raked all the leaves. When the work was finished, the
lawn looked brand new. The woman was incredibly happy that her yard had been cleaned up and we had fun
cleaning it up.

We also learned about spirit and service in our academics, mainly in religion class. While learning about vir-

tues, vices, and the Ten Commandments this year, we also learned important moral lessons. The teachers at

St . Martinds are all great role model s, and f ol l
were taught to always be nice, whether it be at school, home, or our neighborhood. We learned how to deal

with different situations. Our teachers taught us these lessons in many methods, such as acting out situations

or even telling stories about their lives that relate to the lesson at hand. These made the situations seem more

lifelike and made them seem closer to reality than we had thought.

The value of spirit and service is extremely important. We must follow this value in our school and our com-

munity in order to follow in the image o Jesus. St. Martin of Tours did an amazing job at teaching me this

value. I hope that I will be able to take this value and live according to it for the rest of my life. As I get older,

I desire more independence, which can result in
