STATEMENT FROM THE OFFICE FOR CLERGY 

 

The following is an announcement from the Office for Clergy that was sent to 

the parishes about a schismatic church that has formed in Blue Bell. 

ñRecently, a church called Saint Miriam has relocated to the Blue Bell Area and 

has been advertising itself in  a local newspaper as a Catholic Church.  Saint 

Miriam Church is not a parish of the Archdiocese of Philadelphia, however, and is 

not in union with the Roman Catholic Church. 

 

Saint Miriam Church lists Reverend Harry Richards as associate pastor of the 

church.  While Father Richards was ordained for the Archdiocese, he is not a priest 

in good standing and he does not have the faculties of the Archdiocese.  As such, 

Father Richards is not permitted to exercise any priest ministry.
